We offer a North American Forest Technician Honor 

Society, Forest Technician scholarships, a Graduate Forest 
Technician Achievement Award, CEFTS Alumni Recognition, 
and a Meritorious Service Award.  As of 2003, over 400 
students have been recognized in the North American Forest 
Technician Honor Society. 
  To qualify for the North American Forest Technician 
Honor Society a student must have achieved a 3.0 GPA and a 
3.3 GPA in their forestry courses.  Thirty-five graduates have 
been given Graduate Forest Technician Achievement Awards 
for their contributions to forestry or forest technology 
education.
